THE FOLLOWING IS PRELIMINARY INFORMATION REGARDING COMMENCEMENT:

¢ COMMENCEMENT: Commencement Ceremonies at NCCC will be held 10:00am SATURDAY, MAY 16th, 2009 in the
Main Gymnasium to include Summer 2008, Fall 2008, and Spring 2009 graduates.

e CAPS & GOWNS: If you plan on participating in the ceremony, you must order your cap and gown at the bookstore
between March 2nd and April 3rd, 2009 or at the Grad Fair scheduled for March 4th and 5th, 2009.

e GUEST TICKETS: Each graduate will receive three (3) guest tickets for seating in the main gym. In addition, each
graduate will receive two (2) guest tickets for seating in the overflow area, the Fine Arts Theatre. Guest tickets are
issued with the cap and gown.

e RECEPTION: There will be a reception for graduates following the ceremony.

¢ PROGRAM: Names appearing in the Commencement Program are those of candidates for the degree and does NOT
in itself guarantee graduation. A final evaluation must be made to determine if candidates have met all degree
requirements. Names will not appear if you apply for graduation beyond the filing deadline, which is published
throughout the campus.

e DIPLOMAS: Following Commencement, Spring and Fall graduates will be informed when your diploma is available for
pick-up. Summer graduates will receive diplomas in the mail. However, a diploma will NOT be ordered for you if you
have not completed a graduation application and paid the appropriate fee by the filing deadline, which is published
throughout the campus.

e PHOTOS: A photographer will be taking individual photos of each graduate receiving his/her diploma and will contact
you personally following graduation. This is a service we offer for our students, it is not mandatory that you purchase
the photos.
