Amount:  2 years “tuition-free” education to NCCC 
 
Criteria:         1. Applicant must be a Niagara County resident who is graduating 

from high school with a Regents diploma in June 2008. 
 

2. Applicant must be planning to enroll as a full-time matriculated 
student at NCCC during the Fall semester of the year the award is 
issued.  

 
3. Applicant must present evidence that he or she is academically 

capable of pursuing collegiate study at an above average level of 
achievement. 

 
4. Applicant must have volunteer community service and high school 

activities. 
 

5. Applicant must provide assurance that he or she plans to remain in 
or return to Niagara County after completion of his/her education. 

 
Procedure:      1. Complete a separate application available in the NCCC 

Foundation, Inc. Office and at Niagara County high school 
guidance offices. 

 
2. Write an essay outlining your community/civic/high school 

activities and your career goals. 
 

3.  Submit two letters of recommendation. 
 

4. Submit application to high school counselor for completion of 
academic standing and confirmation of a Regents diploma.
